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Getready!
Get your pet ready before it's too late. Follow these steps to
get your pet disaster ready:

1. Get your pet microchipped - Identifies them if separated.

2. Build a Kit — Gather supplies for your pet and store them in a
portable container that is easy to manage, like a plastic bin
or duffle bag.

3. Make a Plan -Designate a local emergency contact who
can care for your pet if you can’t take them with you, or
identify a safe place for them to stay locally like a shelter or
clinic. Identify an out-of-town contact who can house your
pet temporarily.

4. Stay Informed - If a disaster occurs, be prepared to set your
emergency plan in motion.
